						  EQUAL PAY DAY


Did you know that employers can penalize or even fire employees for talking about their salaries? This egregious practice leaves workers in the dark, preventing them from ever finding out about pay discrimination in the workplace.


In  March, the Senate held a hearing on the Paycheck Fairness Act, which would update and strengthen laws against wage discrimination, create stronger incentives for employers to follow the law, and strengthen federal outreach and enforcement efforts. Additionally, the bill includes tougher penalties for equal pay violations.


The � HYPERLINK "http://action.nwlc.org/site/R?i=qSP5u43KhucDgRkhSjGhXw.." ��Paycheck Fairness Act� already has passed the House, and this hearing brings us one step closer to finally having a vote on this important legislation in the Senate. 


Pay parity is a fundamental feminist principle, yet women still earn only 77 cents for every dollar paid to their male counterparts. For women of color the pay is much smaller. The Paycheck Fairness Bill currently before Congress is fundamental to correcting this disparity. Yet of the 17 current women Senators, only 9 women have signed on as a Co-Sponsor. 					EQUAL RIGHTS AMENDMENT 				


I recently received a newsletter from the National Women’s Political Caucus, which has always been dedicated to the passage of the Equal Rights Amendment granting full constitutional rights to all Americans. Originally written by Alice Paul in 1923 with final edits in 1948,we lost the the right to the ERA in 1982, with not enough states passing a yes vote.  It’s importance has never diminished, and it sits in our Congress not moving. The President of the National Women’s Political Caucus, Lulu Flores, issued this statement, “Standing on the horizon of health care reform that carries on the legacy of women’s discrimination, and the US dropping 5 places to now rank 74th in women in leadership globally, Constitutional Equality continues to be important and elusive. NWPC’s founders and successors all agree on the importance of the Equal Rights Amendment.”


“We must raise our voices even more loudly, Secretary Hillary Clinton


said at a March Women’s Summit.  It’s not just that


women’s rights are human rights, but women’s progress 


is human progress.”
